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An Empirical Study on Brand Value Creation and Regional Economic

Abstract: With the development of brand, the brand value creation plays a more and more important role in the process of re-
gional economic development. According to the panel data of twenty-nine provinces from 2004 to 2009, we have made an em-
pirical study on the relationship between brand value creation and economic growth of three regions. The result is that the
brand value creation and economic growth has a significant and positive correlation, and the effect of brand varies in different
regions, as a result, different brands in different areas are the factors that make an imbalanced development of regional eco-
nomic growth in China. So in order to achieve the regional coordinate development, we must carry out the brand strategy.
